App of the Week/Review Stuff

Dear Smart People:


In addition to your daily fun educational activities that I provide, you will also be asked to do “work” “fun” outside of class.  YOU are to do this “fun.”  This is not your parents, siblings, boy/girl friends (???) job to take care of this.  You and only you are responsible for this ever so much fun assignment.  Now, for your entertainment, I give you……your assignment.

What:  You will be asked to go to an App store online, pick ONE App and write a five sentence review about it.  You can discuss what the App does, give an overview of the reviews, and give your opinion about this App in your report.  The App can not be a game, but rather some type of useful, functional App.
How do I prepare this thing?  Your App review needs to be NEATLY written, typed, or emailed paragraph (5 sentences minimum) over the App you found will be due BEFORE class on the last day of the week you have Computer Apps. 

When is this thing due?  Example:  Normally it will be due before class on Friday.   If you aren’t in class that day for whatever reason, it will be due before you leave school.  If you are sick that day, it will be due when you come back to class, at the beginning of class.   

What can I use to accomplish this mission?  You can use the App’s store on the school iMac computers, you can use App’s store from your phone as well.
How will this be graded?  Each App review is worth 20 points per week. Your written work will be graded using the six trait writing model.  To earn any points you must have 1.  Your name on it.  2.  A picture of the App icon.   3.  A minimum of five sentences reviewing this computer/phone.  

When can I work on this?  You can work on it in Computer Apps when you are finished with regular work, you could come in during Seminar, or you can do it at home.  My room is open by 8:00 every day if you need to come in early and work on it as well.  This assignment should only take 10-20 minutes a week to finish.
