Course Objectives

Upon the completion of the Computer Web Page and Video Graphics Design course, the student will have the ability to plan, create, and implement web pages onto the Internet.  The student will become capable of inputting and upgrading various web pages with no teacher intervention.  The student will gain a strong working knowledge of how to incorporate text, graphics, movies, and audio clips into web pages.  Students will also be exposed to a variety of video creating softwares, and will be responsible for planning, creating, editing, and finalizing the StuCo Fun Day video at the end of the school year.

Note:  It is recommended that students in this course have a thumb drive  (nerd stick) and will also be allowed to use their own recording /storage devices (phones, iPads)  with teacher approval.

Internet Use and Technical Issues  

Upon the completion of this unit the students will have a basic knowledge of the 


Internet, how to effectively maneuver around the system, and gain information with 

minimal difficulty.  


The student will gain knowledge and experience:



•  learning basic Internet and computer terminology



•  using a variety of search engines



•  locating and extracting various information



•  extracting visual and audio items



•  exposure to various cultures and regions



•  communicating through various electronic mediums



•  compare and contrast various computer programs and systems

Internet Information Retrieval:  

Upon the completion of this unit the students will be capable of retrieving various 

information off of the Internet with no teacher intervention.


The students will learn the following operations in this unit:



•  how to retrieve and store graphics off of the internet



•  how to retrieve and store sound files off of the Internet



•  how to retrieve and store movie files off of the Internet



•  how to retrieve and store various text files off of the Internet

Legal Use of Material, Copyright, Trademark Laws:  

Upon the completion of this unit the students will be capable of  identifying the 


differences between copyrights, trademarks, and patents.  The students will also be 

exposed to the legal, financial, and other penalties that could be assessed for violations of 

these laws.  



The students will learn the following information in this unit:



•  basic terminology for trademark and copyright laws





•  piracy and it’s effect on society



•  copyrights and violation issues



•  trademarks and violation issues



•  legal use of pre created documents



•  gaining copyrights and trademarks on work

Graphics Creation and Design:  

Upon the completion of this unit the students will be capable of creating and designing 

various types of graphics to be used on web sites.  Various softwares will be used during 

this stage of the course for students to gain a better grasp of the similarity and 


differences to these softwares.  Planning and organizing of these graphics will be 


discussed in detail, as will the cause and effect issues relative to the quality 


of these graphics.


The student will learn the following operations in this unit:



•  learn various graphics terminology



•  learn to operate and navigate various softwares for graphics creation



•  compare and contrast various types of graphics 



•  learn the various graphic extensions and their use



•  create simple content graphics



•  create complex animation graphics



•  learn how to use colors, angles, and size to create effective ad graphics

Web Page Design and Maintenance:  18 Weeks


Upon the completion of this unit the students will be capable of creating, editing, and 

formatting as web page.  The student will be able to use web tools to update and 

maintain the pages that they design.


The student will learn the following operations in this unit:



•  learn web page terminology



•  planning web pages



•  writing simple and workable web pages



•  discover how variable effect download speeds



•  implementing HTML text, graphics, and audio files



•  inserting and altering colors into web pages



•  creating their own functioning web pages with these skills

Adobe Dreamweaver:  18 Weeks
Upon the completion of this unit the students will be capable of creating, designing, and producing  both basic as well as complex web sites with no teacher intervention.  The student will work independently through the use of video and text based templates, as well as through an activity guide.  This guide will help the student plan, organize, and create websites for three businesses throughout this semester.  

The student will learn the following operations in this unit:



•  learn various program code and Dreamweaver based terminology



•  be exposed to different site editing softwares



•  learn various types of site format that can be produced



•  create eye catching introductions



•  create sites that once completed will keep viewers attention



•  inputting audio relative to the sites at hand



•  inputting special effects relative to the sites at hand



•  formatting sites to be prepared for reproduction purposes

Supervised Hands On Learning:  


Throughout the school year the above mentioned skills will be reinforced through the 

implementing of group projects and similar assignments.  The student will work with 

other students and staff members as assigned to lend their help in any graphics or video 

driven projects that need their attention.  The student will be expected to help create 

pages, links,  graphics, and animations for the school web site, and any other sites that 

pertain to the school system as needed.

•
Implementation of Web Page Authoring Skills: 

Upon the completion of this unit the students will be capable of implementing all of the 

above mentioned skills at a high level with little to no teacher intervention.  The student 

will be called on to use various technologies to add information to our web pages within 

our school district.  The student will also be expected to work with students, faculty, 

and staff to acquire information and data that can be used to the add and build 


web pages

Other Life Saving Stuff to Know

Note:  Undoubtedly there will be lapses where all will not be well with the computer 

world.  On those occasions the student will e given the opportunity to go over material 

for other classes.  It will be up to the student to use this time to their best advantage.  

Daily points will be awarded based on the students use of time management on 


these days.


Grading for this course will consist  of two methods:

1. Student will be assessed on his/her weekly in class activities.  Points will be assessed by use of a scoring rubric to help determine his/her contributions to the class for that week.

2. Student will be assigned various academic/sporting events outside of the normal school day to maintain and update that information on our website.  Student will be asked to meet deadlines and use appropriate grammar, vocabulary, and information that is pertainant to the assigned secitions of our website(s).   Student will be assessed for these assignaments with a rubric.

The students will maintain those points provided that they are on time and doing what is expected of them at all times.  Students not doing what is expected of them will have points deducted accordingly.
